Arenas & Footi ng
Indoor, sand/fabric over rubber matti  ng. Training Level tests 1 & 2 may be ridden in 20m 
x 40m court, court size to be posted with ride ti mes. All other tests in 20m x 60m court. 
Indoor warmup arena is 20m x 40m, same footi ng as competi ti on arena. Lungeing out-
doors in designated locati on.  Schooling hours will be posted on grounds.

Camping on grounds

Children & Pets
Please, for safety’s sake, no unatt ended children and NO dogs.

Food
Concession stand on grounds and a variety of restaurants nearby. 

Smoking
DevonWood is a smoke-free facility. 

Stabling
Box stalls with full doors; dimensions below. First bedding included; none in tack stalls. 
Additi onal bedding may be purchased on site. Bedding other than shavings or pellets 
prohibited. Stalls may not be resold or sublet by exhibitors.    

Indicate stabling preference on entry; however, stall assignments will be based on 
horse’s size, gender, and length of stay, not just on postmark date.

Stalls available Thursday noon through Sunday evening. 

Upper barn: there are 20 12'x12' stalls in the warmup arena barn, 
all with rubber mats. Fee includes use of shared tack room .......................$80 per night

Lower barns: at east end of facility, just inside main entrance. These barns have perma-
nent roofs over the stalls with lights, eaves and gutt ers. 

Barn E/F (same building as show offi  ce) 
has 10'x12' stalls with rubber mats over asphalt. .......................................$55 per night

Barns C/D and G/H have 10'x10' stalls with dirt fl oors.   ............................$45 per night

Tack stalls (lower barns only)  ...............................................................$60 per weekend

ti on with entry.
